· Oberlin Museum: Learning is child’s play. Touch, smell and explore the wonderful world of the first educational programme set up in France in 1769. For kids and grown-ups!
· Fort de Mutzig: A masterpiece of military architecture. Never taken, just tested once, the ‘Fort de Mutzig’ is the first and probably the largest of all fortresses ever built in Europe in the last century.
